To qualify for continued de-
fement he must go into an oceupa-
tion on the government's list of es-
mential! and eritical activities.

That list now does mnot incinde
guch jobe as automobile and refr-
pevator production and dorens of
others that wiil open up ag restrie-
tfions are lifted.
