Wisconsin, based in Wau-
sau. China is the largest
consumer of American gin-
seng. 

Kaldunski said he was
surprised by China’s quick
implementation and be-
lieves that the tariff will
have detrimental conse-
quences for Wisconsin’s in-
dustry. Wisconsin is home
to 95 percent of the Ameri-
can production of the plant. 

The American root is re-
garded as the best ginseng
in the world, Kaldunski
said. Recently, ginseng has
been proposed as the Wis-
consin state herb and was
even a part of the Foxconn
development proposal,
which would boost local
growers by distributing the
root more widely, and in dif-

ferent forms.
Chinese consumers

may opt to buy Canadian
ginseng because of larger
price differences that re-
sult from the tariff, Kal-
dunski said. 

“Wisconsin ginseng is
already demanding a
higher market price,” he
said. “Another 15 percent

and the consumer will
shy away.”

President Donald
Trump signed off on a
new U.S. policy in early
March that imposed a 25
percent tariff on steel
and 10 percent on alumi-
num. As soon as the pa-
pers were signed, other
countries threatened to

retaliate with tariffs of
their own, including
China and the Euro-
pean Union. 

Farmers had no
way to predict an
event like this in the
ginseng market, said
Will Hsu, vice presi-
dent of operations for
Hsu’s Ginseng in
Wausau. It’s a unique
situation because
most of the crops that
will be harvested and
sold this year were
planted in 2014 or
2015. 

“These crops were
planted three to four
years ago when the
market was high,” he
said. “We couldn’t
plan for this. It’s not
like I can choose to
plant less this spring
and harvest less this
fall, but that’s the risk
of farming and grow-
ing ginseng.” 

Hsu said that
there’s also less pro-
tection against steep
price drops for gin-
seng farmers. There
are no futures mar-
kets for the root crop,
like there are for
beans, corn, pork or
dairy, he said, which
makes the crop more
of a risk. 

The Wisconsin gin-
seng industry likely
won‘t see an effect
right away, but once
fall arrives and farm-
ers start to harvest,
Kaldunski said grow-
ers will feel the down-
ward pressure on the
market. In the mean-
time, growers are en-
couraging state and
national legislators to
take action and pro-
tect Wisconsin’s agri-
cultural industry. 

“Wisconsin has a
very agricultural
economy,” he said.
“Overall, yes, these
tariffs are going to
have an effect on our
economy.”

health treatment rec-
ords and aim to ensure
children receive com-
prehensive dental
care.

“These aren’t Re-
publican or Democrat
issues,” Walker said in
Wausau. “These are
just Wisconsin is-
sues.”

Two measures pro-
posed by the task
force last year didn’t
make it to Walker. One
would have required a
task force to look at
social workers’ case-
loads that have in-
creased because of the
drug epidemic, and
another would’ve
waived tuition for fos-
ter children attending
a school within the
University of Wiscon-
sin System or Wiscon-
sin Technical College
System.

Task force co-
chairman Rep. Pat
Snyder, R-Schofield,
said he was disap-
pointed to see those
two measures fail to
pass the Legislature,
but he plans to bring
them up again in the
future. Going forward,
he said, he also wants
lawmakers to address
other issues, including
finding a permanent
home for children
more quickly.

“It’s a start of really
where I think our pri-
orities are, and that is
the kids,” he said.
