employ such a device to obtain or retain a job for
an individual and bring reprisals against an em-
ployer or union when in actuality he was incompe-
tent or did. not meet the same standards required
of others.

If you kick it around a little, you can see a' lot
of other drawbacks which would tend to defeat the
purpose of the sponsors by creating friction instead
of curbing any such discrimination. It might be in-
teresting to give it a try, but in our book it says
that you cannot change beliefs and prejudices by
legislation. Human nature just isn't built that way.
We believe the answer to tte broad question of ra-
cial animosity and disturbances may lie in educa-
tion in the church, at school and in the home.

At least it's something to think about for it in-
volves a problem that long has been something of
an ominous undercurrent in our American way of
life and which has boiled to the surface on several
occasions in these war years. Although we are
fighting to establish a world brotherhood, many
look for the problem to be intensified following
the peace as the result of population shifts and
other wartime experiences.

This may seem like pretty "dry stuff" to be
sending a serviceman, especially when he has a
mighty grim task, confronting him. But we feel it
is an insult to his intelligence when he gets little
else but jokes, cartoons and idle chatter from those
who have been left behind. Don't get us wrong. We
think that a laugh contained in any of the light-
hearted stuff is important and serves its purpose.
But men who are doing a man's job should be
treated as such. They will better be able to fit into
the postwar scene and assume their rightful role in
the deliberation of these various issues if some of
the background is passed along to them so that
opinions can more readily be formed and they can
pick up near where they left off.

The point is that when you come back, Bud, well
have a place for yon. And we want you to step
right into it. To help build that which has been
neglected. To become once again a part of us To
attain that better world which, above all else, must
be the reward for the service you are rendering
your country.
