Rabies: How To Prevent It

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THE, NAVY AND MARINE CORPS MEDAL
was posthumously awarded to Marine Cpl.
Duane A. Vogel, 19, a Sheboygan man who
died in Vietnam last December. Accepting the
award at a ceremony outside City Hall Wed-

nesday were the late Cpl. Vogel’s parents, Mr.
and Mrs. Reuben Vogel, 1543 N. 19th S8t In

Sheboygan's fourth Vietnam
casualty was being buried in
Calvary Cemetery Wednesday
morning, the parents of an-
other Sheboygan marine who
died in Vietnam last Decem-
ber were presented a post-
humous award 1n behalf of
their son,

At a short, 10-minute cere-
mony in front of City Hall,
the parents of Marine Cpl.
Duane A, Vogel were present-
ed the Navy and Marine Corps
Medal, the highest award
gwven by the Marines in time
of official peace.

Cpl. Vogel drowned last De-
cember in a rain-swollen river
near Da Nang, while attempt-
ing to rescue a fellow Marine

The presentation to Mr. and
Mrs. Reuben A, Vogel, 1343
N. 19th St., was made by Ma-
rine Capt. M. E EBErown, of
Sub Unit No 1, MARTC,
Green Bay.

Sheboygan Mayor Joseph R.

Secretary of the Navy Robert
Baldwin.
The citation read in part:
“During Operation SIERRA,

Corporal Vogel and his squad
were sent out on a reconnais-
sance patrol to search a route
to high ground for the bat-
tahon

“While attempting to find a
crossing over flooded rice
paddies which had turned into
streams due to the heavy
ramfall, one of the squad
members was swept away in
the overflowing torrential
ramn swollen stream

“Unhesititingly and with
complete disregard for his
own safety, Cpl. Vogel plung-
ed into the stream in an at-
tempt to rescue his comrade,
but was caught in the strong
current and also swept away.

“Cpl. Vogel'’s unselfish ac-
tion and vahant efforts fo
save the Iife of another Ma-
rme . . . was in keeping with

Marine Corps.

*“He gallantly gave his life
for his country.”

A 4l-yearold Shebovgan man
sentenced to lLife mmprisonment
for first degree murder in 1961
will make hs second bid for
executive clemency m October

Robert ¢ Van Erman has
published his 1ntent to seek
clemency from his convection of
the biudgeon slaying of Mrs
Florence Bruss, a 63 year-old
widow on March 7, 1961

Van Erman was found pulty
of her death five months later,
and on Aug 22, 1961, was sent-
enced hy Circuit Judge F H
Schiichtmg to life imprisonment
at Waupun Staie Prison
It will be his second bid for
freedom on executive clemency.
Gov. Warren P. Knowles reject-
ed tus first attempt last Janu-

ary.

Some readers will remembet
how the scorching hot part of
summer was dreaded because
it marked the commg of ‘'dog

days” and, 1t was thought, the
accompanying danger of rabies
Many knew rabies only by the
name '‘hydrophobia.”

Rabies is shbll with us. Today
we know that cases of rabies
are not linked to the hot sum-
mer months; they are reported
at all seasons of the year, Ra-
bies continues to be one of the
most dreaded of all ammal dis-
eases that may be contracted
by man. The last death 1n Wis-
consin from rabies was in 1939
when a man died after being
rmtten by a rabid bat

Rabies 15 a fatal disease of
wild and domesticateg warm
blooded amimals, It 1s caused by
a virus that may be present In
the saliva of an infected ammal
When a rabid animal bttes an-
other animal or person the virus
can enter the victim's body and
cause nfection.

In Wisconsin the State Labo-
ratory of Hygiene confirms cas-
es of rabies in animals. Dogs,
skunks, cattle, bats, and cais
constitute the top fne 1 the
list of possibly infected ammals

other wild animal. Sometimes
animals become vicious when
rabid.

Because rabies is nearly ale
ways fatal 1if allowed to develop,
every measure possible should
be taken to control or prevent
the disease When an animal
shows abnormal behavior, do
not touch 1t. Confine it in
a room or pen, if possible, and
call a veterimarian. If circum-
stances make 1t necessary (O
destroy the animal, do so with-
out damagmng the head. The
brain 1s examined in the labora-
tory to make a definite diagnoe
sis of rabies, Consult a veterl-
narian if you destroy an anim
vou suspect 1s rabid.

Pet dogs and cats should be
vaccmated against rabies. The
vaccime 's readily avaiable.

People contract rabtes most
frequently by being bitten by a
rabid ammal but 1t 1s possible
to be infected n other ways. A
chuld who handies a rabid an-
mal and then puts his finger mn
his mouth can acquire the virus.
Effectine protection agamnst de-
veloping the discase 15 available
and the effectiveness of preven-
thve treatment 1s greater the
earlter 1t 15 begun after expo-
sure to rabics The wise proces
dure 15 to see a physician im=

Confirmed cases of rabies have
also been found in the foy,
horse, monkey, sheep, raccon,
pig, squirrel,
groundhog
There 15 no easy way to rec-
ogmze a rabid ammal Abnorm-
al behavior is frequently the
first sign of rabies m an aumal
Skunks and other wild ammals
often lose their fear of humans
and may actually follow and at-
tack people, pets, or domestic
ammals  Sometimes an ammal
experiences & paralysis  that
