Move to Reduce
Bear Damage in
Farming Areas

Madison, Wis.—(JP)~Tn a move
to reduce damage done by bears in
the farming areas of northern Wis-
consin, the state conservation de-
partment has voted permission to
land owners and occupants to trap
or hunt bears on their property at
any time.

In taking this action yesterday,
the commission also ruled that the
property occupants may keep bear
carcasses which are taken as a pre-
ventive measure provided they noti-
fy the nearest game warden.

Otherwise, the regulations cover-
ing bear hunting—permitted during
the regular deer hunting season—
were left unchanged.

William Grimmer, superintendent
of the department's game manage-
ment division, told of activity in
winler feeding of deer as provided
by legislative action. He outlined
the program followed last year and
told of plans for the coming winter.

Ernest Swift, assistant director
of the department, told of a plan
to acquire nine 40-acre plots in the
Flagg deer yard in Bayfield coun-
ty. Feeding stations will be set up
in these plots in the hope that deer
can he prevented from going into
the worst sections of the yard,
which through the years have be-
come too heavily browsed.
